Major: Civil Engineering

Major:  Electrical Engineering

The Distribution Planning process includes studying and analyzing the Alabama Power electrical distribution system through the use of computers.  An Electrical Engineering student with a strong background in computer software (Microsoft: Word, Excel and Access) is strongly suggested.  Responsibilities include: Support Field Operations, Learn CYMDIST in order to post changes shown on completed WE drawings (where SEGIS is not available), enter Substation and Feeder Demands, enter load growth values, look up and enter spot load values, do LF & FC calculations, and documenting all problems found that do not meet the planning criteria, Record substation demands to the Excel Substation Loading spreadsheets, Learn and use SCADA tools, SMR and SEGIS., Learn the SEGIS to CYME conversion process, Learn WEBFG and other software, Follow all safety procedures outlined by the Company and the PD Planning Dept.

ENGINEERING

Southern Nuclear - Birmingham, AL- 2 positions-Fall

Major: Mechanical, Electrical, or Civil Engineering

(Min. 3.0 GPA)

Responsibilities will vary consistent with the individual’s field of study and with their level of experience.  Typical responsibilities include preparing or supporting the preparation of design calculations, detailed designs for system upgrades or replacements, engineering studies to determine best solution to problems at the plants, or field inspections and testing.  The work may include responding to emerging issues that challenge plant operation, evaluating nuclear licensing issues and supporting the interface with the Nuclear Regulatory Commission.  Short trips to one or more of the system nuclear plants are typically required.  A beginning co-op will be assigned tasks that allow them to become more familiar with design drawings, databases, tools and procedures, with plant systems, and with nuclear codes and standards.  As the individual develops, they will be assigned more complicated tasks up to and including the performance of design, engineering studies, and plant outage support.


ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES

Southern Nuclear - Birmingham, AL-1 position- Fall
Major:  Chemical Engineering

(Min. 3.0 GPA)

Responsibilities include assisting with environmental reports preparation, working on special projects in support of environmental evaluations for system design, assisting with chemistry data compilation and analysis and assisting with wildlife habitat management plans for three nuclear plants.

Other responsibilities may include, development of AutoCAD drawings, assisting with materials and welding evaluations, and application of risk-informed technology.

Major: Electrical, Nuclear, Mechanical or Computer Engineering

(Min. 3.0 GPA)

Responsibilities include maintaining plant schedules, collecting data for systems performance evaluation, maintaining plant procedures, and assisting engineers with special studies and projects. Other duties may include testing, monitoring and trending of equipment and nuclear fuel; supporting plant maintenance; and supporting plant operations.   The co-op will also assist with initiation of changes to hardware; procedures and training that enhance plant performance. Assignments will vary for each work term based on project needs.  Student will gain practical work experience and developmental opportunities.  Other duties may include working with chemical make-up of water in particular areas of the process.

Demonstrated computer skills are necessary, specifically with the Microsoft Office Suite.  

TECHNICAL SERVICES – ROUTINE MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT

Southern Company Services – Birmingham, AL, 1 position – Fall 2004

Major: Electrical and Mechanical Engineering  

This group provides expertise, coordination, and services to all of Southern Company’s fossil, hydro, nuclear, and combustion turbine power plants in the areas of Vibration Analysis, Lubrication Analysis, Motor Diagnostics, Infrared Thermography, Machinery Alignment and Balancing, Acoustics, and Ultrasonics.  The group coordinates and ensures consistency across all power plants in Plant Reliability Optimization (PRO) processes; such as machinery diagnostics, work identification, maintenance planning and work scheduling, post maintenance testing, and performance metrics; with the goal of achieving the highest levels of power plant reliability at the lowest operation and maintenance costs.  

The Co-op student will assist the Engineers, Analysts, and Manager in a number of areas.    The general classifications of various assignments can typically be maintaining test & diagnostic equipment, operating analysis equipment in the lab, some field testing at the plants and other locations, reducing and reporting of diagnostic results and recommendations, the development and revision of software tools (Typically in MS-Access or MS-Excel.), compiling historical, diagnostic, and other types of data and information., and additional assignments, as required.  Some travel, with some possibly overnight, within the Southern Company service territory, may be required on a limited basis to support field activities. 

TREASURY

Southern Company Services – Atlanta, GA, - 1 position Summer 2004

Major – Management with some accounting and/or financial statement analysis 

Southern Company Services Treasury: SCS Treasury has the primary responsibility for credit analysis, risk oversight, short-term borrowing and cash management.  Credit analysis includes assigning credit ratings and setting credit limits for power and gas trading counterparties and wholesale customers.  Risk oversight primarily involves the management of the Company’s interest rate and liquidity risk.
The co-op will support the Treasury Department where needed with primarily emphasis on the credit function.  For credit, the cop-op will conduct weekly monitoring of trading counterparties in order to identify significant news or financial items that could impact the credit we extend to particular companies.  In addition, the co-op will assist in the gathering of information on counterparties for initial analysis and reviews.  When ready, the co-op will begin to perform counterparty reviews and assign ratings as well as perform preliminary ratings when needed.  The co-op will also help with data collection and report generation within the XRT treasury software.
